Symptomatology that involves the cervical spine (e.g. neck pain) and skull (e.g. occipital headaches) is common to physical misalignment of the Atlas/Occipital complex, which is addressed with NUCCA (National Upper Cervical Chiropractic Association) technology.

· Symptoms common to the Atlas Subluxation Complex Syndrome (ASCS) will be discussed with clinical statistics presented. 

·  Physical examination findings and posture measurements employing sound wave 3D modeling will be presented.
